
Carls Mobilize
on the Bald Spot

Sunday night, 8:00: A varied
group of about 150 students and
faculty assembled in First Will-
is to plan action, rather than "sil-
ent assent," to the American in-
vasion of Cambodia. Discussion
centered around a march to Min-
neapolis, nonviolent civil dis-
obedience, community canvas-
sing and education, and a strike.

Professor Cy Schuster proposed
Carleton send a representative to
a Student Mobilization meeting
Monday night in Washington,
D.C., to coordinate protest activi-
ties across the country. Donations
were collected to finance the trip,
and Mike Krueger was elected to
attend.

It was decided to push for a
statewide march on the capitol
or a federal building in the Twin
Cities to show both student and
community unhappiness with
Nixon policy. Professor Paul Well-
stone asked for a strike that would
politicize the campus and inform
people of the issues. A vote was
postponed until after the all-
school rally and meeting planned
for Tuesday afternoon.

Monday: People met all day to
further their particular activities.
Students were kept informed by
numberless mimeos coming from
Third Willis, covering all aspects
of the developing situation.

Monday night, 10:00: In another
First Willis meeting to discuss
the strike, 100 people established
the goal of a four-day strike. It was
thought that this would be most
likely to gain administration and
student support. Dean of Women
Jean Phillips asked custodians
that Willis Hall be kept open
24 hours a day as a mobilization
center.

Tuesday, 12:30: 700-B00 mem-
bers of the Carleton community
met on the Bald Spot to hear rad-
ical historian and Southeast Asian
scholar Adam Schesch talk about
implications of the widening
war. He predicted that the U.S.
was "on the verge of a yet more
disastrous Indochina war/' one
which could involve tactical nu-
clear weapons.
Mike Krueger reported to the crowd
on his trip to Washington. 50-75
colleges had sent representatives,
but no specific nationwide pro-
gram was decided upon other than
the strike. Krueger underscored the
need for taking action in this area
rather than depending upon activi-
ties in Washington.

The four-day strike proposal was
next presented by Professor Maury
Landsman, who stressed that it
was not a strike against Carleton
College, but rather action taken,
he hoped, by the college togeth-
er. "This should unite persons,
not separate them."

Professor Alfred Soman received
both gasps of amazement from
some students and a long stand-
ing ovation from many others with
his call for "terminating the aca-
demic year throughout the coun-
try now." Soman expressed his
concern for students who would
prefer to continue their studies
as usual, saying he would teach
them individually as long as "one
student came to class." It was
suggested that the time gained
in dropping classes for the year

would be used in various anti-
war activities, including teach-
ins.

Following such prepared state-
ments, Jim Anthony, CSA presi-
dent, continued with the school
meeting. Open discussion contin-
ued at varied levels of frenzy for
the next hour and a half.

Despite general support for
a strike at the meeting and nu-
merous hassles with parliamentar
procedure, enough people raise
objections to the open balloting
that the group voted to ballot
during the dinner hour Tuesday.
Many of those present with the
red armbands signifying strike
support protested that waiting was
unnecessary, since interested
people had a chance to attend
the open meeting.

The wait, however, produced
the largest vote remembered
on any student question, as 1020
students and faculty opted for a
four-day strike, opposed by 260
people who favored no strike at
all.

Willis bells rang at 8:00 p.m.
to announce the results. As stu-
dents pressed into the Union
to learn of the strike, a red flag
was run up the flagpole and strike
activities began in earnest, pick-
ing up newly freed supporters
throughout the evening.

The second question of an end
to the academic year was defeated
708 to 543. A second vote is planned
for the weekend following the four
day action.

Wednesday morning, 10:00: The
Bald Spot assembly, which is a
regular part of each day's activities,
met to hear the administration's
response to the strike. While the
College will not close, professors
are urged to accomodate classes
to both strikers and non-strikers.

Wednesday afternoon, 1:00: Six
teach-ins were in session in Sco-
ville led by Prof. Langworthy, Rosin,
Soman, Wellstone, and Casper.
Most rooms were full or spilled
out onto the Burton lawn as stu-
dents and faculty met to learn
about and discuss the Southeast
Asian situation and specific im-
plications of President Nixon's
move into Cambodia.

Meanwhile in Willis, mimeograph
machines were cranking non-stop,
plans were underway for a variety
of strike activities (see article this
page), sign-up sheets were filling
up, and students were reading, con-
fronting, and maintaining an un-
precedented stream of activity.

At 4:00, faculty met to discuss
alternatives to classes for stu-
dents who wish to devote full time
to anti-war activities or to leave
campus for the term.

Press-time; As last minute copy
was being run to the printers,
Carls were interviewing people in
town, protesting at the Nike base
and in Minneapolis, making hurried
plans for the rest of the week, at-
tending Teach-ins, and bustling
about in first Willis. Still, others
were catching up on missed read-
ing in the libe, flipping frisbees
in front of Musser, making Muni
runs, and heading for the Arb.
It was obvious that "strike" meant
different things for the 1000 people
who gave it support on Tuesday.
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Anti-War ProjectsCallStudentsTo
Learn Hastily, But Act Cautiously

At the meeting held Tuesday
to discuss the possibility of a Carle-
ton student strike, speakers stressed
that the strike was not directed
against the college but was being
held to free students for positive
action.

Within a few hours, posters and
sign-up sheets in the student union
were explaining the projects stu-
dents were planning and presenting
recent developments in Cambodia.

The" various activities were at-
tracting a larger number and variety
of actively concerned students than
any previous anti-war activity
at Carleton. Throughout most of
the day and night the first and third
floors of the union were crowded
with both small and large groups
of students wrestling with plans
for the strike duration.
Civil Disobedience

Today, a croup of approximately
50 Carleton students plans to sit
in at the old Federal Building in
Minneapolis, which is the Twin
Cities induction center.

A sit-in has been selected as the
most effective way to both publicly
proclaim their discontentment with
Nixon's policies and to confront
federal employees with the impli-
cations of their daily work and the
Indochina War. Although the group
is adamantly non-violent, arrest
is a very real possibility that the
group is willing to accept.

The group has been meeting both
to discuss the purpose of their
action and the possible legal re-
percussions involved. They have
also been using role-playinR tech-
niques to prepare them for any
police action they might encounter.

Twin Cities March
A group of students under the

direction of Bob Stilger are org-
anizing a march by Minnesota
high school and college students
on the Twin Cities. So far, Carle-
ton seems to be spear-heading
the march. The University of Min-
nesota, the expected co-ordtnator
of the march, has done very little
organizing. According to one

student worker, the university
expected only 4,000 strikers and
ended up instead with 15,000.
"They're (the University mobil-
izers) spending all of their time
just coordinating action on cam-
pus."

As it looks now, the march will
begin at a number of points ten
miles away from Minneapolis
and meet in a central location
for a mass rally. It will be held
on Saturday.

Information Sheet
A collection of interviews and

position papers of Carleton pro-
fessors and Northfield citizens is
in production. The information
gathered by Prof. Robert Tisdale
and the students working with
him will then be printed and dis-
tributed both at Carleton and in
Northfield.

Jay Summerville, who is working
on the project, stressed that every
aspect of the present involve-
ment in Indochina will be explored.
"We plan to look at the issue from
geography to politics," he said.

High School Panels
Others are working on a series

of debates and panels to be held
in Northfield High School con-
cerning the war. Joe Nathan, who
is directing the panels as well
as student teaching, said Tuesday
that the panels had been given
tentative approval from the chair-
man of the high school social
studies department, who stipu-
lated that any debates be "balan-
ced."

Nathan sees the panels as an
alternative to "participation in
marches and things like that."
He says that in organizing them,
students have realized how little
they really know about the war in
Indochina.

"Students seem to know they're
opposed to it, and that's about
all," he said. The panels have
led them to do research and in-
dependent thinking in prepara-
tions for discussions.

Northfield Action
Rob Weaver's committee has

been hard at work in trying to gain
community support and under-
standing of strike activities on
campus. Specific confrontation
plans are underway (see story else-
where), and a Northfield Town
Meeting is being organized for
Sunday and 2 p.m. in Bridge Square
to discuss the war. Efforts are also
being aimed at inviting towns-
people and high school students
to participate in the march in the
Cities on Saturday.

Planning New Society
In response to Bob-Ann Ward's

plea at the all-school meeting
for a search for new forms of so-
ciety, several students are inten-
sely exploring new forms of exis-
tence. Plans also include such im-
mediate action as maintaining
the Evans parlour as a 24 hour open
lounge with coffee and food for
people to unwind and discuss
their activities without the frenzy
of first and third Willis.

Student Cars
A pool of student cars has been

organized for various nearby spon-
taneous activities as the need a-
rises. Yesterday, students mobil-
ized to the Nike base and another
group was dispatched to the march
in Minneapolis. Cars are also being
used for mobilization meetings
in the Cities to plan the Saturday
march and further strike activities.
GM Stock

Effort is being channeled into
a support of Ralph Nader's call
to gain people's control of major
corporations. Specific work includes
attempts to get Carleton's 8,000
General Motors proxies to vote with
Nader's "Campaign GM."
Petitions

As strike support is being col-
lected, various petitions and sign-
up sheets are circulating in the
town and on campus. One parti-
cular petition being promoted by
Suzy Lupton calls for the impeach-
ment of Nixon and Agnew.
