Job Description

Qualifications:  Applicants must be current sophomores, juniors or seniors.  They must have the ability to enforce discipline, counsel, and organize activities and be interested and enthusiastic about working with high school students age 16 to 18.

Job Description:  Dormitory Counselors will live in the dorms with the Summer Writing Program participants during the entire program.  Counselors will be responsible for enforcing discipline, supporting students in their academic experience, counseling, organizing activities (such as sports, dances, games, etc.) and will accompany students on all weekend field trips.  Responsibilities may include duplicating materials for the Program Director as requested.

Additional Skills:  The program seeks some counselors with a strong computer background; however, this skill is not mandatory.

No additional employment or off-campus commitments are permitted for the duration of the program.  Hours are varied and may exceed 40 hours/week.  The position pays a stipend of $1,250 for the three-week period plus room and board.
