POSITION DESCRIPTION

The Resident Assistant serves as the liaison between the Office of Residential Life and the students who live in Watson and Myers Hall.  The specific duties include:

1) Resident management of Watson and Myers Hall during the Spring Break beginning 
       March 15, 2012, and ending March 24, 2012. 



Initial meeting with Spring Break residents outlining specific rules, which apply during



the break.

Parties are not allowed during this period of time.



2.
Individuals using the lounge areas are responsible for clean up of the area.  If special




cleaning is required of Custodial Services, all residents of the floor will be charged.



3.
Make sure the public areas, particularly the bathrooms, lounges and the kitchen, are




kept clean and neat.  Remember that open packages of food attract rodents and bugs.




Clean dishes on a daily basis.  Supplies for cleaning can be obtained from Custodial




Services by calling x4133.

No Spring Break residents are allowed to have overnight guests in their rooms.  Absolutely no exceptions.  Failure to comply with this will result in



immediate removal from Spring Break housing.

Submitting damage and incident reports as necessary.

Consulting and assisting in resident emergencies which may occur.

Report maintenance needs to Facilities by completing a Facilities Work Request form on line at www.carleton.edu/campus/facilities/request.html.

Monitor the noise level of the residents assuring that the rights of others are respected.

Keep the Spring Break Hall Director informed about relevant hall matters.

Compensation and Reporting:
Compensation for the Spring Break Resident Assistant is free room from March 15 through 

March 24.  The Spring Break Resident Assistant reports to the Spring Break Hall Directors.
We ask that you are here the majority of the break.  One or two nights away will be acceptable, with permission from the Spring Break Hall Director.  This will depend on other break RAs’ availability to ensure there is coverage.
