1. In what ways are you interested in Science Fiction or Fantasy?

2. We require every person to take responsibility for planning, advertising and running at least one non-movie event that raises our public profile and attracts new people to the house or SFA. You can delegate some of the work, but you must take responsibility for making the event happen. Please list and describe two or more events that you would be willing to take responsibility for; one of them should be an event that hasn't been done before at Carleton.

  Examples: The Apocalypse Symposium, the Sci-Fi/Fantasy Feast, and the Vogon Poetry Slam.

3. What would you contribute to the house? How have you been involved with SFA or Benton house so far?
4. We are open to outsiders 24 hours a day, and we will only make individuals unwelcome in unusual circumstances. Do you see yourself having problems with this?

5. The house is a sub-free environment. Is this likely to present problems for you?

6. Benton House is a crucial part of the larger SFA community, as well as being an interest house. Are you willing, regardless of personal history, to attempt to work out disagreements both in the house and in the general community in a reasonable and civilized fashion?  

7. In our view Benton House has a defined, if somewhat flexible, set of rules that are determined by the house residents at the beginning of the year. As a resident of Benton you will have the responsibility to uphold these standards in order to ensure Benton remains a welcoming and comfortable environment for everyone. Do you think these are reasonable expectations? If not, how would you do this differently?

8. Is there any living situation that you want to avoid (i.e. not wanting to live in a double or with certain people)? Would any of these situations make you unwilling to live in the house? 
9. Do you have a roommate in mind already? If so, who?
10. Do you plan on going off campus next year? If so, when will you be gone? Do you foresee any other circumstances that would prevent you from being on campus for a portion of next year? (Note: students going off-campus fall term may be more difficult to place, but this does not disqualify you from consideration). 
11. Do you have alternative housing arrangements, which, if realized, you would choose over a place in Benton House? That is, have you applied to be an RA or live in another interest house and would choose such a position over living in Benton?

12. What makes you want to live in the Science Fiction and Fantasy Interest House?

LIVING CONTRACT

Living in Benton is a privilege that comes with responsibilities. If you get in, you are committing yourself to do all of the following:

Be polite and welcoming to all guests.

Be considerate and respectful of other house members and visitors. If you have problems or disagreements, attempt to resolve them civilly, and/or discuss the matter with the House Manager.

Come to Benton House and SFA events and spend time hanging out with the Benton House community.

Spread the joy of science fiction and fantasy by inviting new people to the house and by planning, publicizing and running AT LEAST one non-movie event.

Every week, you will be assigned one chore based on a chart in the lounge. These chores include cooking Sunday dinner, taking out the trash, and cleaning up the lounge before the custodians get here. Everybody does each chore the same number of times. 

Do the dishes and clean the counter one day every week. It will be the same day every week, and you will have a partner.

You must ensure that your chores are completed every week. If you have large projects or will be away, arrange ahead of time to exchange chores with someone else. 

Come to House Dinner Sundays at 6pm. If you know you will be unable to make it to a House Dinner, notify the House Manager and those cooking dinner ASAP. After the House Dinner, ask the House Manager what you missed.


Treat the house gently. It is very, very old.

Volunteer occasionally for extra responsibilities (e.g. getting pop for the pop fridge, helping with others' events). 


Work on making the house better and more welcoming.


Obey all Residential Life rules regarding sub-free and shared interest housing.
